A s we settle into Oc-
tober, teachers will be 
using the MAP assess-
ment  data to make stu-
dent-focused and data 
driven decisions. 
Teachers will use the 
growth and achieve-
ment data from MAP to 
develop targeted in-
structional strategies.  

In the front of your 
childôs agenda book, 
you will see their MAP 
scores, which is report-
ed in RIT score. A RIT 
score is an estimation 
of a studentôs instruc-
tional level and also 
measures student pro-
gress or growth in 
school. The MAP as-
sessment show growth 
over a period of time. 
This assessment helps 
teachers to pinpoint 
what students have 
learned and what stu-
dents are ready to 
learn. 

Please visit 
www.nwea.org for addi-
tion information on RIT 
score. Growth rate for 
all students are based 
on national norms and 
should is viewed as 
ñtypical growthò, not 
expected growth. 
Teachers will utilize the 
data to differentiate and 
adjust instruction so 
that all students grow at 
levels appropriate for 
each  individual.

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Literacy and Math News    
Build Critical Thinking Skills by Reading Together 
 
As parents, we hope to develop many positive skills 
and traits in our children. Critical thinking, the ability to 
think deeply about a topic or a book, is an essential 
skill for children to develop. Critical thinking develops 
and builds through conversations and experiences. It 
is a skill that parents can nurture through sharing 
quality books with their children. 
 
Although your child may be able to read independent-
ly, reading together remains just as important as it 
was when your child was learning to read. Family 
read-alouds provide opportunities to read challenging 
books together. By reading together, you are there as 
an important source for support and information. 
Reading critically involves slowing down, and taking 
time to help your child reflect on what youôve just 
read. Make your read-aloud interactiveï ask ques-
tions, make predictions, encourage thoughts of nu-
merous solutions to a characterôs problem. Some-
times, you may want to skip the text and just talk 
about the pictures. Through this type of conversation 
your child will naturally build vocabulary and confi-
dence.

Fall is a great time for incorporating math into a childôs 
real-world experiences.  You can create math problems 
about Halloween candy, colored leaves, how many 
grocery items have Pumpkin Spice flavoring, and so 
on.  Here are a few examples: 

¶ Make a pattern with candy or different colored 
leaves 

¶ Math problems examples:  

ß You have 25 pieces of candy and you ate 4 pieces.  How many 
        pieces of candy do you have? (This can work for K-5 by  
         changing the numbers used) 

ß What fraction of your candy is not chocolate? (4th, 5th) 

ß Sort your candy by the different kinds you have. (Kindergarten) 

ß Sort your candy by the different types and write a fraction to repre-
sent each type (3

rd
, 4
th
, 5
th
) 

ß Take a sheet of paper into the grocery store and ask your child to 
make a tally mark for every product that has ñPumpkin Spiceò on the 
label (Kindergarten, 1st) 

ß Take a survey of family, friend, and/or neighbors about their favorite 
candy, favorite fall activity, favorite season, etc. (All grades) 

¶ Follow your favorite football team or player.  Make a graph of the 
number of wins versus losses.  Keep a record of your favorite play-
ers stats. (Grades 3-5) 

¶ Find the football stadiums with the largest/smallest capacities.  Find 
the difference. (Grades 2-5)

ing!  3rd-5th graders have been attending counseling lessons as part of Re-
lated Arts.  So far, we have learned the Zones of Regulation or how to tell 
how youôre feeling at any given time, and whether itôs the most effective 
place to be for learning.  We have also learned how to monitor and slow 
down breathing to conquer strong emotions and will move into problem 
solving next.   

In interacting with the students it is clear that so many of them are aware of 
their emotions and are able to articulate some coping strategies.  There is 
so much happening in our world right now and we need to be especially 
conscious of what our children see and hear.  If we do not filter for them 
they draw their own conclusions which may be correct or incorrect.  Help to 
frame things for them by having open conversations and taking some time 
to check in when you can, even just for a couple of minutes.  Itôs amazing 
what they have on their minds!

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It's almost Fall y'all! That means that FLU season is right around the corner as well. This 
year in the wake of the COVID-19 pandemic, getting a FLU Vaccine is more important 
than ever!  

CDC recommends everyone 6 months of age and older get vaccinated every flu sea-
son. Children 6 months through 8 years of age may need 2 doses during a single flu 
season. Everyone else needs only 1 dose each flu season. 

It takes about 2 weeks for protection to develop after vaccination. 

There are many flu viruses, and they are always changing. Each year a new flu vaccine 
is made to protect against three or four viruses that are likely to cause disease in the 
upcoming flu season. Even when the vaccine doesnôt exactly match these viruses, it 
may still provide some protection. Influenza vaccine does not cause flu. 
 

Influenza vaccine may be given at the same time as other vaccines. 

PROTECT YOURSELF, PROTECT YOUR FAMILY and PROTECT OTHERS by getting 
your flu vaccine!!!!!
